On July 16, they will be offering their second annual conference for nurses, health professionals, clergy, and anyone interested in gaining skills in developing or expanding a caring ministry in their faith community.

The conference, entitled Seeing Beyond the Ordinary: Healing Ministries of Faith Community Nursing, will be held at First Presbyterian Church of Edmond and is co-hosted by Faith Community Nurses Association (FCNA OK) and Catholic Charities Faith Community Nursing Resource Center. Rosemarie Matheus who conducted the first Faith Community Nursing Basic Preparation Course in Oklahoma will be the keynote speaker reflecting on the past, present and future of Faith Community Nursing in Oklahoma and nationally/internationally. Other speakers will address the role of the Faith Community Nurse in complementary and alternative medicine as well as access to health care in Oklahoma.

This conference will provide the opportunity for participants to network, build relationships with nurses and clergy interested in Faith Community Nursing and learn key information for providing ministry in churches, Seiler said. She said the purpose of the conference is to increase awareness of Faith Community Nursing in Oklahoma, provide tools to enhance ministry of caring in a congregation, and open doors to networking among clergy, nurses, and community services. 

Registration for the one-day conference is $60 for FCNA OK members. Non-member fees are $90. Students, clergy, and health ministers fees are $55.
